Topics to be Covered:
A) Overview of your type of Natural Disaster

How does this type of natural disaster occur? DO NOT specifically research your event. INSTEAD, give a broad overview of this type of natural disaster (i.e. Tsunami, hurricane, tornado, flood, landslide, etc.) and the events that must unfold in order to cause it.

B) Disaster Statistics: 

Provide the specific numbers and detailed data for your own event. Tell us all of the major conditions that were occurring during this natural disaster, and all other major factors for your specific event. DO NOT try to take ideas from one of your classmate’s events. This section should be very specific to your natural disaster.
C) Disaster Cleanup and Aftermath:

Describe the measures taken that allowed local residents to get back on their feet. Specifically mention the types of aid provided by the government and by charitable organizations (i.e. Red Cross, United Way). 
D) Natural Disaster Safety:

What precautions should a person take when they realize that they are about to be affected by your TYPE of natural disaster (i.e. Tsunami, hurricane, tornado, flood, landslide, etc.)? Also, mention the most important safety steps that experts recommend for dealing with your type of disaster (DURING THE EVENT).
E) Personal Thoughts: (BOTH PARTNERS)
Why did you choose this natural disaster? (Other than the fact that someone else chose yours before it was your turn to pick!)

Is it possible for this type of natural disaster to occur right here in our school district? How would you deal with an event like this if you were impacted by it?

A) # of Slides = 10-20 (Inclusive of an introductory slide and reference slide(s))

B) Length of Presentation = 8-15 minutes (total for the entire presentation)
C) # of Images =  no less than 15
